Rally on Saturday 3rd March

For a number of months Brent tPCT has faced serious financial difficulties and the forecasted position for the end of 2006/07 is that we will be in deficit by £20.3m.  Brent tPCT has a statutory obligation to be in a break-even position by 31 March 2008.  In order to meet this statutory duty significant savings need to be made in both this and next year.
 

Brent tPCT have been working extremely hard to ensure that services are no longer overspending, whilst also ensuring that they can still provide an effective and efficient service, within the money allocated to that service.  No one particular service or group of individuals has been specifically targeted.   
The Trust has had to re-align its priorities to ensure that the money we receive from Brent tax payers for health services is spent on core Health services in the most appropriate possible way.   The exercise has involved looking at all services and areas of spend across the organisation.  The initial savings program identified 94 different programmes which is an example of the vast and wide range of services we spend money on within the Primary Care Trust.
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
