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1 Kilburn Summary 
 
Population 

·  Kilburn Locality resident population is estimated to be 53,950 
and the Kilburn Cluster GP registered patients are 82,774. 

·  80% of registered population live within one-mile radius from 
their respective general practices. 

·  The locality population is relatively young with 22% of residents 
under 20 years of age, and 69% of residents are under 45 years 
of age. 

·  Brent is very ethnically diverse. 40% of residents are from black 
or black British and overall 60% of the population is from a BME 
group. 

·  In Brent, 60% of population identify their religion as Christianity, 
less than 10% Hinduism, and about 12% Islam and a similar 
proportion are not followers of a religion. 

·  Kilburn is the third most deprived locality in Brent, and has the 
second highest unemployment levels. 

Health Inequalities 
·  The difference in Life Expectancy at Birth between Kilburn Ward 

and the highest wards in Brent, i.e. Queensbury Ward for males 
and Fryent ward for females, is 5.6 years for males and 6.0 
years for females. Kilburn Ward has the lowest life expectancy 
for both males (76.4) and females (82.2) while Brondesbury 
Park Ward has the highest life expectancy for males (79.2) and 
Queens Park Ward the highest for females (86.3). 

Mortality and Morbidity 
·  Circulatory disease, respiratory disease and cancers are the 

biggest killers for Brent and this also true for the Kilburn Locality. 
·  Mental health is the largest cause of morbidity and mental 

health problems affect one in six people in Brent. 
·  Women aged under 75 in Kilburn Ward have the highest 

mortality rates in Brent. 
·  There are 3,279 patients aged over 17 years with diabetes who 

are registered with a GP. 

·  The TB notification rate in 2009 (48.2 per 100,000) was the 
lowest in Brent. However, it was still higher than the London 
(45.0 per 100,000) and England (16.3 per 100,000) rates. 

·  There are 779 people living with HIV/AIDS in Brent and some 
parts of the locality are amongst the highest areas of HIV 
prevalence in the borough.  

Smoking, Diet and Exercise 
·  Nearly one in four people registered with the Kilburn Cluster 

GPs is estimated to smoke. 
·  About a third of children in the Kilburn Locality are obese or 

overweight. 
·  It is estimated that two thirds of people in the Kilburn Cluster do 

not eat the recommended amount of fruit and vegetables per 
week. 

·  It is estimated that only two in nine people in this cluster achieve 
the recommended levels of physical activity. 

Coverage of Preventive Services 
·  Low coverage of some preventative services, such as breast, 

cervical and colorectal screening, and immunisation and 
vaccination. 

Service Utilisation 
·  Seven out of fifteen general practices in the Kilburn Cluster had 

high A&E attendance rates per 1000 registered patients. Six out 
of fifteen practices had lower outpatient attendance rates 
compared to the overall Brent or the National rate. 

·  Most of the wards in Kilburn Locality have higher elective 
admissions compared to the national admission rate, and similar 
non-elective admissions compared to national rate. 

Patient Satisfaction 
·  The Kilburn Locality residents reported high satisfaction with the 

overall healthcare services (Brent Council Place Survey).

The aim of the locality profiles is to provide information about the health needs of the local population in order to support GP commissioners to 
develop their commissioning priorities. 
 
The objectives of the locality profiles are: 

·  To describe the demographic and social characteristic of the local population and assess variations between areas; 
·  To describe the burden of ill health of the local population and assess variations between practices and areas; 
·  To describe access to and use of services by locality and assess variations between practices and areas; 
·  To assess variations in health needs between practices and areas within the locality, as well as between the PCT and England;

·  Services are provided by 29 full-time GPs and 18 part-time

·  Registered population with the Kilburn Cluster is 82,774; 
estimated Kilburn Locality resident population for 2009 is 
53,950. 

·  Kilburn Locality consists of four Electoral Wards: Brondesbury 
Park, Kilburn, Mapesbury and Queens Park. 

·  80% of the people registered with Kilburn Cluster practices live 
within 1-mile radius from their registered practices. 

·  81% of the Kilburn Locality residents, excluding non-registered 
residents, are registered with the Kilburn Cluster GPs. 

·  56% of the people registered with the Kilburn Cluster GPs live 
within the Kilburn Locality.

4 Demography and Socioeconomic Factors 
 
4.1 Population 
GLA estimated resident population for 2009 for this locality is approximately 53,950. Kilburn is joint second with one other ward in Brent as the most 
populous ward in Brent with 5.3% of the population. The least populous ward in the locality is Brondesbury Park with just 4% of the population. The 
locality has a large population of younger people aged 25 to 39, (Figure 1). There are proportionately more children aged under five in the locality 
than in the Borough. The proportion of the population aged under 15 is the same as the England and London values, (19%) but lower than the Brent 
value, (20%). People aged under 20 make up 22% of the population while 69% of the population are aged under 45. About 13% of the population is 
at pensionable age in the locality compared to 14% in the borough.

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4.2 Ethnicity

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Brent is an ethnically diverse borough. Brondesbury Park, Mapesbury 
and Queens Park share a similar ethnic distribution with large White 
populations. Kilburn ward has a higher proportion of Black or Black 
British people than the other wards. All the wards have a lower 
proportion of Asian or Asian British communities than Brent as a whole. 
 

4.3 Religion

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About 54% of the population in the locality are Christian, 10% Muslim, 
5% Hindus. 18% of the population did not have any religion. 
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4.4 Deprivation 
The Index of multiple deprivation is a Super Output Area (SOA) level measure of multiple deprivation and is made up of seven domains each 
containing a number of indices. An area with a higher IMD score means that it is more deprived than the other. Kilburn ward has the third highest 
deprivation scores in the borough as measured by the English Indices of Deprivation, 2007. Mapesbury, Queens Park and Brondesbury Park all had 
deprivation scores that were lower than the borough deprivation score. Brent has an overall IMD of 29.22 and ranks 53rd out of 354 boroughs in 
England. Brent is in the top 20 most income deprived local authorities in the country.  Just over 16% of Brent’s SOAs are within the top 10% most 
deprived.  Almost 64% of Brent’s SOAs are within the top 10% most deprived in the country for Barriers to Housing and Services.

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Data at lower super output area level was attributed to patients by the postcode where they live and the value for the practice is the average of its 
patients. Some practices in the Kilburn Cluster have some of the highest deprivation scores in the borough and about 50% of them had a value 
higher than Brent.

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4.5 Economic Activities 
Unemployment constitutes a significant risk factor for health as it is associated with general ill health, injuries, poisoning, premature mortality and 
coronary heart disease. It is also related to depression, anxiety, self harm and suicide. Kilburn Locality has the second highest rate of unemployment 
in the borough.

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5 Health, Mortality, Morbidity and Other informatio n 
 
5.1 Health status 

5.1.1 Self-reported Health 
Based on information collected about people’s view of their health at the last census in 2001, The London Health Observatory (LHO) have 
standardised the results and compared them to England as a whole. As a borough Brent has lower than average self reported good health. In the 
borough, Kilburn ward has the third lowest level of reported good health. Although the other wards in the locality record values higher than Brent, 
they are not statistically significantly different except for Queens Park.

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5.1.2 Illness and Incapacity 
Similarly, the London Health Observatory has reported on limiting long term illness, (see figure 8 below). Within the Kilburn Locality, Kilburn and 
Mapesbury wards have statistically significant higher levels of limiting long term illness than England with Kilburn ward having a value that is 23% 
more than the England value.

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Figure 9 (below) shows numbers of Employment and Support Allowance (ESA) and incapacity benefit claimants reported by the Directorate of Work 
and Pensions as at November 2009. Employment and Support Allowance (ESA) is a benefit for people who have a limited capability for work 
because of a health condition or disability. ESA was introduced in October 2008 and replaces Incapacity Benefit and Income Support paid on 
incapacity grounds for new customers. Out of 21 wards, Kilburn had the third highest number of claimants in the borough. Brondesbury park, the 
lowest in the locality, ranked 14th in the borough.

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5.2 Health Behaviour 

5.2.1 Smoking 
Smoking remains the main cause of preventable disease and premature death in the UK. About 8.5 million people in England still smoke and over 
80,000 deaths a year are due to smoking in England alone. In Kilburn Cluster, all practices have rates higher than the value for Brent and in 93% of 
those practices, it is estimated that at least a fifth of the population smoke.

Other sources estimating smoking prevalence exist such as GP’s quarterly return and QOF’s register of smoking indicators. However, due to various 
limitations of the data such as very small numbers and issues with data quality and completeness, they have not been included here.  
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5.2.2 Participation in Physical Activities 
The percentage of adults in the local population taking part in at least moderate intensity sport or active recreation for at least 30 minutes duration on 
at least 3 days a week in the last 4 weeks, estimated using Small Area Estimates produced by Sport England. The denominator is people aged 16 
and over. The denominator is people aged 16 and over. All but one the practices in the Kilburn Cluster have values higher than the overall borough 
value although a third had values lower than London. It is estimated that only 2 out of 9 patients registered in this cluster participate in the 
recommended level of physical exercise.

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5.2.3 Healthy Diet 
The London Health Observatory has also produced modelled estimates of the percentage of adults in the local population consuming 5 or more 
portions of fruit and vegetables a day. The denominator is people aged 16 and over. Although about 73% of practices in the Kilburn Cluster have a 
value higher than the London average (29.4%), a third of these practices had values lower than the Brent average (30.7%).  It is estimated that about 
two thirds of patients registered in this cluster do not consume the recommended portion of fruits and vegetables.

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5.2.4 Obesity 
 
Obesity is indicated when an individual’s BMI is over 30. It increases the risk of heart disease, diabetes, stroke, depression, bone disease and joint 
problems. The levels of obesity prevalence reported by the GPs in Kilburn Cluster and Brent as a whole are much lower than the expected 
prevalence. This disparity is also reflected at regional and national levels.

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In Brent where over a third of 11 year olds are obese or overweight, levels of obesity are higher than the National average. It is estimated that about 
a third of children in reception and year six in Kilburn are obese or overweight.

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5.3 Life Expectancy 
Brent has a higher life expectancy at birth compared to London and England although a gap of 10.6 years for males and 8.7 years for females 
persists between the most deprived ward, (Harlesden) and the ward with the highest life expectancy in Brent, i.e. Queensbury ward for males and 
Fryent ward for females. In the locality, Kilburn ward has the lowest life expectancy for both males (76.4) and females (82.2) while Brondesbury Park 
has the highest life expectancy for males (79.2) and Queens Park has the highest for females (86.3). The difference in Life Expectancy at Birth 
between Kilburn ward and highest ward in Brent, i.e. Queensbury ward for males and Fryent ward for females, is 5.6 years for males and 6.0 years 
for females.

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5.4 Births 
Between 2007 and 2009, Harlesden Ward had the highest number of live births (966). In contrast, Kenton Ward (344) had the lowest number of live 
births in Brent. Within Kilburn Locality, Kilburn Ward had the highest number of live births (804) whilst Brondesbury Park had the lowest (530). The 
average birth rate for Brent is approximately 76.3 births per 1000 women aged 15-45 years old.

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Although low birth weight is not a direct measure of infant morbidity, it is frequently used as a marker for poor health at birth because it is a leading 
risk factor for infant mortality and for subsequent morbidity among surviving infants. It can be caused by prematurity, maternal smoking, alcohol & 
substance misuse and is also see in mothers aged under 20. Average birth weight after a normal pregnancy is 3400g; low birth weight is defined as 
being below 2500g. Brondesbury Park and Mapesbury had the 2nd and 6th highest proportion of low birth weight babies amongst the 21 wards in the 
borough.

5.5 Mortality 
In 2009, there were 244 deaths recorded in Kilburn Locality. In common with the rest of Brent, circulatory diseases (n=68, 28%), respiratory diseases 
(n=66, 27%) and deaths from cancers (n=60, 25%) were the most common cause of deaths, (Figure 17).

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London Health Observatory data for all cause mortality data for the population aged less than 75 show that all three wards in the Harlesden Locality 
have significantly higher SMRs than Brent. Compared with the England figure (100), an SMR of 100 indicates that the ward has average mortality, 
higher than 100 indicates that the ward has higher than average mortality, and lower than 100 indicates lower than average mortality. The rates for 
men in Kilburn and Mapesbury were higher than the rates for Brent, London and England. For women, the rate in Kilburn ward was higher than Brent 
and England. For both sexes in Kilburn Locality, the difference between the rates in Kilburn ward and England as a whole were the only ones that 
were of statistical significance.

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5.7 Long-Term Conditions and Risk Factors 
There are 17 long-term conditions and risk factors monitored as part of the Quality and Outcomes Framework at GP practice level. Table 4 shows 
the national and Brent PCT level prevalence of these clinical conditions. There are limitations to the data. It should be noted that not everyone with 
these conditions will be registered with a GP and of those that are, not all will be reported by the GP practice. Also, not all who are registered at a GP 
practice in one locality also reside in that locality. In many conditions, the true prevalence will be higher than the QOF data suggests. Amongst the 
localities in Brent, Kilburn Cluster had the highest prevalence for depression.

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5.7.1 Cardiovascular Disease 
Cardiovascular disease (CVD) includes all diseases that affect the heart and circulation. Ward level SMRs for circulatory diseases are presented in 
Figure 19. Kilburn ward had an SMR that was significantly higher than all the benchmark values. Kilburn ward also had the 2nd highest SMR in the 
borough whilst Mapesbury, Brondesbury Park and Queens Park ranked 10th, 11th and 16th respectively.

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All the GP practices in the Kilburn Cluster report lower observed prevalence of hypertension than what is expected. This disparity is also reflected at 
regional and national levels.

5.7.2 Cancer 
Cancer is the third biggest killer in each Brent locality. In Kilburn, between 1998 and 2007, 1860 residents have been diagnosed with cancer. Of 
these 57% were still alive at the end of 2007 giving a prevalence rate of 19.7 per 1000 population in Kilburn. The incidence rate in Brondesbury Park 
was significantly higher than the value for Brent and was the 5th highest in the borough.

Harlesden Ward had the highest SMR from cancer for those aged under 75 when compared with all wards in Brent and was 1.5 times than the 
borough value. Based on ranking, it is interesting to note that the incidence of cancer in Queens Park, Mapesbury and Kilburn Wards when 
compared to their SMRs seem to suggest that they have worse outcomes. For instance, Queens Park with the 6th lowest incidence of cancer 
amongst all the wards in the borough had the 4th highest SMR.

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Data presented below for the four most common cancers show that for one year relative survival rates, Brent has similar values to North West 
London, London and  England for  breast and prostate cancers. One year relative survival rates for higher survival rates for trachea, bronchus and 
lung and colorectal and anal cancers are higher than the benchmark values however the difference is not statistically significant. For five year relative 
survival rates, the values for Brent are also similar to the benchmark values however for trachea, bronchus and lung and colorectal and prostate 
cancers, the values are higher than the England values and are statistically different in the latter.

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Early diagnosis of cancer and access to care are linked with better prognosis and lower levels of mortality from cancer. The various cancer screening 
programmes available in England (breast, cervical and bowel) are designed to identify early stage cancer in patients most at risk. Data presented 
below show the coverage of breast cancer screening for women aged 53 to 70 years old in Brent GP practices. None of the practices in the Kilburn 
Cluster achieved the 70% coverage target and the majority were lower than the average coverage in Brent (50%). 
 
The North London Breast Screening Service (NLBSS) was suspended for a period during 2006/2007. The round length plan was adversely affected 
during the closure. The national recommendation is for a 36 months round length, however in some instances it extended to 47 months to 
accommodate priority women, those who were eligible during the closure and those who had reached the age of 70 whilst the service was 
suspended. The round length plan returned to the nationally recommended 36 months only this year. It is therefore feasible that some practices were 
not in the round length resulting in the low coverage rates in 2008 – 2009.

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Data for the coverage of cervical cancer screening for women aged 25 to 45 years old in Brent GP practices is presented below. Again, none of the 
practices in the Kilburn Cluster or anywhere in Brent achieved the 80% national target. The overall coverage in the Kilburn Cluster was 59% and in 
Brent, the figure was 60%.

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The coverage of cervical cancer screening was higher in the older age group. A few of the practices in the Kilburn Cluster were able to achieve the 
80% target but the overall coverage in the Kilburn Cluster was 71% which is lower than the coverage value in Brent of 76%.

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Data presented below show the coverage of bowel cancer screening for men and women aged 60 to 69 years old in Brent GP practices. None of the 
practices in the Kilburn Cluster or elsewhere in Brent achieved the 60% coverage target with two thirds of the practices having values lower than 
Brent. The percentage of coverage in Brent was 41% and is just over the overall London value of 40%.

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5.7.3 Diabetes 
A plot comparing the observed and expected diabetes prevalence by GP practice is presented below. In 9 out of 15 practices in Kilburn Cluster, the 
observed prevalence of diabetes is higher than expected. In spite of the higher observed prevalence of diabetes in Brent, it is estimated that there 
may be still as many as one in four people with undiagnosed diabetes.

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5.7.4 Mental Health 
MINI2000 produces predicted numbers and rates of admissions for mental illnesses severe enough to need hospital treatment from time to time. It 
was designed to predict the distribution of mental health problems at small area level. The values presented are an index or ratio and it is calculated 
as the predicted admission rate for the area divided by the predicted admission rate for England. Kilburn and Mapesbury wards were significantly 
higher than the England value. Kilburn had the highest score of all the wards in the borough and was 72% higher than the England value.

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Compared to all the wards in Brent, Kilburn has the highest rate of people claiming incapacity benefits for mental illness with a rate of about 72% 
more than the Brent value. All of the wards in Kilburn Locality are the top ten wards with the highest claimants for mental health and all (except for 
Brondesbury Park), are higher than the value for Brent.

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5.7.5 Sexual Health 

5.7.5.1 Sexually Transmitted Infections and Screeni ng 
Out of a total of 12,616 sexual health screens of Brent residents carried out in genitourinary medicine (GUM) clinics nationwide, 12.5% were found to 
be positive with at least one of the STIs mentioned above. This is just under the overall positivity rate, (proportion of positive tests to all tests) of 
London (13.5) and England (18.6%). The positivity rates were 6.6% for Chlamydia, 2.9% for anogenital warts, 1.5% for gonorrhoea, 1.5% for 
anogenital herpes and 0.1% for infectious syphilis.

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5.7.5.2 HIV Prevalence 
In 2008, there were a total of 817 Brent residents with HIV accessing care. The rate of HIV prevalence in Brent as a whole is 4.46 per 1000 
population aged 15-69. Parts of Kilburn, Mapesbury and Brondesbury Park have rates between 7.5 and 11.4, (the highest rates in the borough). 
Some other parts of the locality including Queens Park have areas where the prevalence rate is at least 5 times higher than the rate in some other 
part of Kenton (the lowest in the borough). National guidelines on HIV testing recommend offering HIV testing to all men and women registering in 
general practice as well as to general medical admissions in areas where the prevalence of diagnosed HIV infection is >2:1000.

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5.7.5.3 Teenage Pregnancy 
The majority of conceptions in under 18s are unintended and around half lead to an abortion. Teenage mothers are prone to poor antenatal health, 
lower birth weight babies and higher infant mortality rates. Their long-term health, and that of their children, is worse than average. They are also 
less likely to finish their education, less likely to find a good job and more likely to end up both as single parents and bringing up their children in 
poverty. The risk of teenage parenthood is greatest for young people who have grown up in poverty and disadvantage or those with poor educational 
attainment and the children of teenage mothers have a much higher chance of becoming teenage mothers themselves. In Brent, Kilburn and 
Mapesbury are amongst the top 4 wards with the highest rates with rates that are 83% and 73% more than the England values respectively. Kilburn 
has the 2nd highest teenage conception rate amongst the localities in Brent accounting for 16% of all teenage pregnancies in the borough.

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5.7.6 Tuberculosis (TB) 
TB notification figures were obtained from the North West London Health Protection Unit notifications. Brent has one of the highest rates of TB in the 
UK and the true incidence of TB in Brent is expected to be higher because some people remain undiagnosed. In 2009, the TB notification rate in 
Kilburn Locality, (48.2 per 100,000) was the lowest in Brent. However, it is about 3 times the England value. Between 2008 and 2009, a significant 
decrease in rates across all the wards in Kilburn has been observed and the factors surrounding this require further investigation.

The Top-10 specialties accounted for 52% of 
total outpatient attendances by the Brent 
registered patients. Attendance rates for 
Trauma & Orthopaedics, Dermatology and 
ENT were lower than expected. Attendance 
rate for Respiratory Medicine was double the 
expected rate; and twenty-four-fold for 
Diagnostic Imaging.  
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Outpatient attendance rates for all the Brent Wards were higher than the England rate. The residents of six out of twenty-one wards had higher 
outpatient attendance rates than the Brent rate.

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6.2 A&E Attendances 
A&E attendance rates assigned to the general practice are the ratios of the total A&E attendances by registered patients to the GP list size in 
thousands. Seven out of fifteen GPs of Kilburn Cluster had higher A&E attendance rates than the overall Brent rate. The highest A&E attendance 
rate, among all the GPs in the Brent PCT, was almost double than the overall Brent rate. The highest A&E attendance rate in Kilburn-Cluster was 1.3 
times the overall Brent rate.

The Top-10 specialties accounted for 69% of 
total elective admissions for the Brent 
registered patients. Admission rates for 
Gastroenterology, Ophthalmology and 
Cardiology were higher than expected. 
Admission rate for Gastroenterology was 1.9 
times the expected rate.  
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The overall Brent elective inpatient admission rate was higher than the England rate. The elective inpatient admission rates for the Brent wards 
varied compared to the England rate. The residents of ten out of twenty-one Brent Wards had higher elective inpatient admission rates than the 
England rate and two wards had lower rates than the Brent rate. For the Kilburn Locality residents, the Kilburn and Queens Park Wards had higher 
rates compared to both the overall Brent and the England rates, where as Brondesbury Park and Mapesbury Wards had similar rate as the overall 
Brent rate.

The Top-10 specialties accounts for 84% of 
total non-elective admissions for the Brent 
registered patients. Admission rates for 
Accident & Emergency and Cardiology were 
higher than expected. Admission rate for 
Accident & Emergency was 1.6 times the 
expected rate. 
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The overall Brent emergency admission rate was higher than the England rate. The emergency admission rates for the Brent wards varied compared 
to both the overall Brent and the England rate. The residents of six out of twenty-one Brent Wards had emergency admission rates same as the 
overall Brent rate, another eight wards had rates same as the England rate, another five wards had rates higher than both the overall Brent and the 
England rates, and the remaining three wards had rates lower than both the overall Brent and the England rates. All the wards in the Kilburn Locality 
had rates either lower than or equal to the overall Brent rate.

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6.4 Access to General Practices in Brent 
Results from the general practice patient satisfaction survey show considerable variation across practices. The table below gives the practice score 
for each indicator.  The colour coding ranks the practice by quintile for each indicator assessed.  There was significant variation in satisfaction ratings 
between practices. The key issue identified in the Kilburn Cluster was about patients’ ability to book an appointment within 48 hours. For this 
indicator, the satisfaction rating for 8 out of 15 practices in this cluster were in the bottom 40% of all practices in Brent.  The percentage of patients in 
the cluster able to book appointment in advance and satisfied with the opening hours at their practice was relatively high with two practices achieving 
ratings in the highest quintile for all indicators assessed.

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6.5 General Practice Performance 
 

6.5.1 Achievements on Quality and Outcomes Framewor k 
Results from the Quality and Outcomes Framework 2009/10 also show considerable variation in performance across practices. Again, the table 
below gives the practice score for each indicator and the colour coding ranks the practice by quintile for each indicator assessed.  One practice in the 
cluster achieved particularly low results as their scores for at least 4 of the 5 indicators assessed were in the bottom 20% of all the practices in Brent. 
On the other hand, most of the scores in five other practices in the cluster were in the top 40%.

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6.5.2 Cancer Screening Programmes 
Latest results from the various screening programmes discussed earlier in this document are presented (below) for each practice in the cluster. They 
have been colour coded to reflect whether the national target has been met, underachieved or failed. Although 40% of practices met the cervical 
screening coverage target for women aged 50-64, all practices failed the targets for breast and colorectal cancers.

6.5.3 Immunisations for Children and Young-people 
The PCT targets for immunisation coverage lie between 90%-95% for all vaccinations detailed in the UK’s immunisation schedule. There is 
widespread underachievement amongst practices in the cluster for vaccinations due before a child’s second birthday. Only 7 practices in the 
cluster achieved the target for the MenC vaccine for children at age 1. In addition, only one of the practices achieved some of the targets 
for vaccinations aimed at children aged 5 years and older. Results were particularly poor for the HPV and booster shots aimed at girls 
aged 12-13 years and young-people aged 13-18 years respectively.

The Place Survey for 2008/09 organised by the Brent Council suggests that the Harlesden Ward residents had the lowest satisfaction (62%) with GP 
services and the residents of Fryent Ward residents had the highest satisfaction with GP services (96%). Satisfaction for hospital based services was 
the lowest amongst the residents of Wembley Central Ward (63%), and the highest amongst the residents of Kilburn Ward (93%). The Wembley 
Central Ward residents also had the lowest satisfaction (62%) with dental services, and the Mapesbury Ward residents had the highest satisfaction 
for dental services (90%).

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Glossary 
 
Age Standardised Percentage An age standardised percentage is a measure used to compare health outcomes in different populations taking into consideration the 

differences in their age distribution.This is important as age plays a major role in health and it is expected that more younger people 
than older ones will report good health.  In this document, it has been applied to how more or less likely a person living in a ward is to 
report good health compared to the standard population, in this case England. Compared with the England figure (100), a standardised 
percentage of 100 indicates that the ward has average good health, higher than 100 indicates that the ward has higher than average 
good health, and lower than 100 indicates lower than average good health. 

Cluster The Practice Based Commissioning Clusters are referred as 'cluster' in this document. Practice Based Commissioning Cluster consist 
of a group of general medical practices. Practice Based Commissioning is about engaging the practices and other primary care 
professionals in the commissioining of services. 

Locality and Ward Wards are the geographical units within the borough administrative boundaries. Locality is a collection of the wards.

Prevalence This is defined as the total number of cases in the population, divided by the number of individuals in the population.

Relative survival Relative survival is defined as the ratio of the proportion of observed survivors (all causes of death) in a cohort of cancer patients to the 
proportion of expected survivors in a comparable cohort of cancer-free individuals.Thus, one and five year relative survival follows a 
cohort for up to one year post diagnosis to determine whether they are still alive after one and five years respectively.

Standardised Admission Ratio (SAR) A standardised admission ratio is a measure used to compare inpatient admissions in different populations. Here, factors that have 
been adjusted for include practice size, age and sex. Thus, compared with the England figure (100), a standardised ratio of 100 
indicates that the population has average good health, higher than 100 indicates that the population has higher than average good 
health, and lower than 100 indicates lower than average good health. 

Standardised Attendance Rate (SAR) A standardised attendance rate is a measure used to compare inpatient admissions in different populations. Here, factors that have 
been adjusted for include practice size, age and sex. Thus, compared with the England figure (100), a standardised rate of 100 indicates 
that the population has average good health, higher than 100 indicates that the population has higher than average good health, and 
lower than 100 indicates lower than average good health. 

Standardised Mortality Ratio (SMR) An age standardised mortality ratio is a measure used to compare the deaths in different populations taking into the consideration the 
differences in their age distribution. It is applied to  how more or less likely a person living in a ward is to die compared to the standard 
population, in this case England. Compared with the England figure (100), an SMR of 100 indicates that the ward has average mortality, 
higher than 100 indicates that the ward has higher than average mortality, and lower than 100 indicates lower than average mortality.
