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Statement on ALE Scores
3rd October 2008
The Auditors Local Evaluation (ALE) scores for all NHS Trusts were published on 2nd October 2008.  NHS Brent received an overall score of 1 for use of resources during this period (April 2007 to March 2008).  This means that we failed to meet the minimum standards of managing and obtaining value for money from our financial resources.

NHS Brent commented that the report covered a period when the organisation was in financial turnaround and it had now recovered its position and was confident of higher scores next year. 

Mark Easton CEO of NHS Brent said “The scores reflect that during 2007-08 the trust was recovering from a significant financial deficit and numerous well-publicized organizational problems.  This led to the commissioning of the Taylor report, an independent review requested by NHS London to understand the difficulties faced by NHS Brent which was published in March of this year.

Since then a new board and executive management team have come into place. We have take action to ensure that the assessment for the current year will reflect the improvements that have been made.  We would achieve higher scores if assessed now. “
