CHILDHOOD OBESITY INVESTMENT
Board agreement is required as soon as possible for a contribution to the ongoing costs of the Food in Schools team (2FTE), as the present funding arrangements (via a central government grant) ends on 31st August 2008. The posts are based at the Council, but managed by a joint appointment (Head of Joint Strategy & Commissioning). The continuation of this team is a key element of the PCT’s plans to tackle childhood obesity.
 

The total cost (including on costs) of these two posts is £97,289 per annum.  The Investment Panel's recommendation was that the cost should be divided 50:50 between the PCT and the Council.  The Council share has been agreed.  The Board is therefore asked to approve an investment of £48,645 recurrent.
 

Although no expenditure will take place before the next Board meeting on 24th July, the Council needs a firm commitment from the PCT before that if they are to give the current post-holders a firm assurance that their jobs are secure and ensure they are retained.
