	Healthcare for London: Consulting the Capital

Report of the consultation and recommendations for change

	a)
	The consultation process
Don Neame gave a summary of the consultation process. He outlined the range of consultation activities that had taken place across London. The committee thanked Don and his team for the work they had done to coordinate the consultation.

	b)
	The case for change
David Sissling and Cyril Chantler gave a summary of the case for change. They set out the case for improving health and health services in London and emphasised the clinical support that exists for change. The committee thanked Cyril and the Clinical Advisory Group for their work. 

	c)
	Discussion
The following issues were discussed:

· Sian Bates asked whether the number of responses to consultation was sufficient. She also asked for confirmation of the cost of consultation. Following discussion, the committee concluded that the consultation had provided the public with appropriate opportunity to comment. The cost of consultation was noted to be £1.1m. 

· Melanie Walker recommended that addressing health inequalities should be a central theme of implementation of Healthcare for London.  
· Elizabeth Butler emphasised the need to ensure that access and transport are considered during implementation.

· John Carrier proposed that there should be a strong focus on the needs of older people during implementation.

· Sarah Cuthbert proposed that there should be a strong focus on mental health during implementation. 

· May Cahill noted the interest that had been generated by the polyclinic model and emphasised that the model should be adapted to meet local needs. 

· Joe Hegarty emphasised the importance of improving end of life care and clarified that it was not being proposed to introduce an additional layer of bureaucracy in the form of end of life care providers. Rather, it was being proposed that there is clearer responsibility for organising services.

· Ian Humberstone proposed that community hospitals should continue to play an important role in service delivery. 

· Philippa Curran proposed that there should be a strong focus on children and young people during implementation.

· Richard Sumray identified several key issues highlighted by the JOSC: the impact on social care, the important of supporting carers and the need to develop the workforce to deliver new service models.

The committee acknowledged the salience of these issues, and recommended that they should be considered during implementation. 

	d)
	Opportunity for comments from members of the public
Members of the public were invited to comment. A wide range of comments were made, covering the consultation process, the polyclinic model, the local hospital model, the financial implications of the proposals, the nature of the evidence underpinning the proposals, the particular needs of older people and people with long term conditions and other issues. The committee considered the comments raised before moving to make decisions and recommendations. 




A committee of PCTs be established where there are London-wide issues to be consulted upon.
