Progress Report on Healthcare for London: A framework for action

Introduction

This report builds on the last paper presented to PCT Board members on 20th September.

Progress to date

The first stage of this public consultation process will commence on 30th November and will run until early March 2008. This initial stage aims to share the principles of the framework and to seek agreement with as many stakeholders as possible. The views of respondents to this preliminary stage, will be gathered, collated and cascaded by early June 2008. Findings will be used to inform the next stage of the public consultation process.

The process of public consultation in Brent will be led by Mark Easton the CEO of the PCT for the population that it serves with support from NHS London. The PCT has been asked to ensure that the process is clinically led.  Mark Easton along with Executive Management colleagues with clinical backgrounds will attend a training session in NHS London, on the presentation that will be rolled out to our community.  
An action plan for the tPCT to cascade this information to all stakeholders is currently been written up by the Head of Press and Communications to ensure that all internal and external stakeholders are involved.   NHS London have specified at a minimum of two public meetings, specifically for this process are held.  Details will follow in due course.  
A second draft consultation document has been issued to members of the PCT Joint Committee for comment back to NHS London and went back on 14th November.

Both the chair of the PCT and the Director of Strategic Commissioning attended the Brent Health Select Committee in October to support discussion on this approach. A member of Brent’s Overview and Scrutiny Committee will attend the pan London Joint Health and Overview Select Committee (JHOSC).

A Clinical Advisory Group (CAG) will be established under the direction of Cyril Chandler with membership drawn form a wide range of professional groups and clinicians engaged in delivery of care outside of hospital.

Arrangements are also being put into place for a Patient and Public Advisory Group (PPAG).
