Friday 30th November 2007 saw the launch of Healthcare for London: Consulting the capital - a formal public consultation to ask Londoners their views on how the NHS in London could provide better, safer, more accessible services.

The plans were first outlined in July in a ground-breaking report by Professor Lord Darzi – before he became a minister in the Government’s health team.

Healthcare for London: Consulting the capital is a three month consultation with staff, patients, residents, commuters, representative groups, unions, elected representatives and anyone who has an interest in, or might use, London health services. 

This consultation is an opportunity to think and talk about what we want and need from healthcare, how we can get the most out of the expertise, treatments and advanced technology available to us in the 21st century, and how we can ensure that every Londoner has access to the best and safest care, from the best professional and at a time and place that suits them.
