	Summary  NB – BtPCT is required to have this policy as part of compliance with NHS information governance standards.
This documents sets out BtPCT’s Software Asset Management policy, the purpose of which is to manage, control and protect BtPCT’s software assets, including the management of the risks arising from the use of these assets.

These risks include:

· Software being used without licenses being purchased

· The loss of proof of licences that have been purchased

· Terms and conditions being breached unknowingly

· Incorrect reliance on resellers
· Security breaches including unauthorised disclosure of confidential information if, e.g., security patches have been inadequately distributed
· Unexpected financial or workload impact if software asset problems occur
· Interruption of operation if a shutdown is caused by legal reasons, virus infections or poorly deployed software upgrades.
