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	Executive Summary

Infection prevention and control is recognised nationally and locally as an important

health service priority, and as an organisation, the PCT has a responsibility to its patients, public and staff to ensure that the prevention and control of infection remains a top priority. 

This paper presents the Annual Report of the Director of Infection Prevention and Control for Brent tPCT. The report follows a format recommended by the Department of Health. The report informs the Board of the trust’s arrangements and processes in place to control health care associated infection and reports on the Infection Control Team’s progress with implementing its work plan over the past year.  The report also sets out the infection control team’s key priorities and work plan for the forthcoming 12 month period.

The annual work plan is focused on maintaining and / or ensuring compliance with relevant national standards, legislation and directives, including the Healthcare Commission’s Standards for Better Health and with the Health Act 2006.  Recommendations contained within the recent report by the Health Care Commission into C.difficile outbreaks at Maidstone and Tunbridge Wells NHS Trust are also built into the work programme for 2007/08.
The report also provides information on:-

· Outbreaks and incidents occurring over the past 12 months

· Policies and protocols

· Decontamination

· Cleaning

· Audit activity

· Training activity
