	Summary

The report presents indicators in relation to the public health aspects of the national “Selbie Six” targets, the Local Area Agreement targets and indicators relating to Health of the Population targets. This report contains a full list of the targets with a traffic lighting system to show whether or not Brent is achieving the targets set.  Performance against a London Region target relating to TB (BCG immunisation) is also included.
This report updates the previous report presented to members in May 2007, and shows Brent’s position up to the end of Quarter 4 2006/07.  Of the 34 targets reported in this report, Brent is green on 16 targets (47%), amber on 4 targets (12%) and red on 14 targets (41%).  Overarching public health targets show life expectancy is increasing for both men and women in Brent, and CVD and cancer mortality rates are decreasing.
