The report presents indicators in relation to the public health aspects of the Selbie Six targets, the Local Area Agreement targets and indicators relating to Health of the Population targets. This report contains a full list of the targets with a traffic lighting system to show whether or not Brent is achieving the targets set. 
The report shows Brents position up to the end of quarter 3 2006/07. Of the 37 targets reported against Brent is green on 19 targets (51%) amber on 5 targets (14%) and red on 13 targets (35%). The status of smoking in pregnancy, recording of smoking in pregnancy, cancer mortality and teenage conceptions has improved from the previous report.
