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	REDUCTION OF HEALTH CARE ASSOCIATED INFECTION (HCAI)

	Summary

Although locally there is evidence of some reduction in MRSA and Clostridium difficile rates, there is still much work to be carried out in order to achieve further reductions against challenging national and local targets. This paper therefore outlines the IC arrangements currently in place within the tPCT, as well as the proposed establishment of an HCAI group across the local health economy. This group will aim to establish a cohesive and co-ordinated approach to the prevention and management of HCAIs across Brent and Harrow (Brent tPCT, Harrow PCT, NWL Health Protection Unit and NWLHT).


	Recommendation 

As required by the Health Act (2006), members are asked to make an explicit statement outlining the Board’s collective responsibility for minimising the risks of infection and the general means by which the tPCT prevents and controls these risks. Also to specifically support and approve the establishment of the Brent and Harrow HCAI Group.
