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	Brent tPCT will be accountable for ensuring the safe, effective use and also for monitoring the management of controlled drugs within their organisation and any primary care providers with whom they contract. This is the Health Care Commission (HCC) requirement for Standard for Better Health assessment under the Annual Health Check.  These new arrangements will be subject to external scrutiny by the HCC and will ensure that local governance arrangements, intelligence networks and provisions for incident panels are satisfactory.
 In order for the Brent tPCT to fulfill its statutory obligation as per the Healthcare Commission requirements, the Strategic Pharmaceutical Adviser, Rashmi Rajyaguru has been nominated the Accountable Officer (AO) for Brent tPCT by the EMT in September 2006.    

The tPCT Accountable Officer (AO) is accountable to the tPCT board and is also accountable through the tPCT management to the Strategic Health Authority.

The roles and responsibilities of the AO are outlined together with the action plan and achievements to date.
