	Safeguarding Adults in Brent (Sarah McDermott)

An update of Safeguarding Adults in Brent was presented.
Key findings from the Commission for Social care Inspection in 2008 were that arrangements for safeguarding adults were adequate but that development was needed in casework, recording and variability across teams. As a result of this a comprehensive Quality Assurance Framework and a Safeguarding Adults Board had been set up. Awareness amongst community groups had been focused on including users, carers and ‘seldom heard’ groups. Brent Community Services had also worked closely with the Local Authority.    
The Mental Capacity Act, Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards came into force on 1 April 2009. There have been 12 requests of which three had been granted. 
The safeguarding adults annual report 2008/09 showed that overall referral activity had increased mainly related to older people. Brent referrals however appeared low. 
PEC advised that improving communication and training for Independent Contractors would be beneficial and SM agreed to look into these issues.

	Finance & Performance Update (Gary Sired)

Summary

Gary Sired (GS) presented the Finance & Performance report to PEC for Month 6 - 2009/10.  He advised that as at month 6 there is a YTD overspend of £3.0m against plan including an Acute Commissioning overspend of £6.6m. The Acute Services Task Force was still challenging the overspend with NWLHT and Brent has had success with some £710k being successfully challenged with a further £1.3m still in discussion.  There are also challenges on both PBR and non PBR with a higher percentage for non PBR activity.  The PBC position across all Clusters is that there is an overspend of £1.6m.
