Statement on Stag Lane Clinic

Structural problems have been found in the Stag Lane Clinic which will mean it will have to be closed in the next few months.

The building is old and there have been previous refurbishment plans which have not come about.

The PCT is in discussion with the GPs at the practice about the long term future of services offered at Stag Lane.  It is unlikely to be economic to rebuild the clinic to house a small GP practice and discussions have been initiated with two neighbouring practices about them working together in the future.  We have asked the Stag Lane practice to explore sharing accommodation with these two practices.  If this cannot be achieved we will explore with the practice what other options might exist such as short term rental of alternative accommodation until a more permanent solution can be found for this part of Kingsbury.

We shall ensure the local community is kept informed of developments and that local patients are consulted on the future of the clinic.
