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Updated position statement on Stag Lane Clinic
Further to our position statement issued on 2 February 2010, a decision has been taken that no further building works will take place on the clinic in Stag Lane, as we have concluded that it is not economic to repair the existing building.  Simple repairs to the existing crack would cost £20,000 but would not provide any guarantee against further damage to the building caused by future underground movement.  We have been advised that only works in excess of £150,000 would ensure the clinic is likely to be available for more than a year, which we have concluded does not make economic sense.
As stated previously, whilst a permanent solution is found, we have agreed to relocate the Stag Lane practice into portacabins in the adjacent car park, although work to make the building temporarily safe has been undertaken.  Regrettably, we have already had to relocate some of the Stag Lane clinics to other clinics in the area, as they were provided in an area that was most badly affected by the crack in the building.  We have worked with the GP practice to specify the layout for the portacabin so good quality accommodation is provided. 
We plan to clear the existing site so there is car parking available for patients of the practice.  Subject to council planning approval, the portacabin will open in June.   

We are working with a number of GP practices in Kingsbury, including Stag Lane practice, to undertake a feasibility study for the location of a new health centre in Kingsbury.  This will be complete in the summer of 2010.
