	Summary
The overall uptake of primary vaccination in Brent is 84%. Wembley locality has the highest uptake (90%) and Kilburn, the lowest (78%). Almost similar figures for Men c vaccination and MMR at the age of 3 years. BCG policy in Brent is different than any other PCT in London. All children up till the age of 6th birthday are offered BCG vaccination. The overall BCG uptake in Brent is 83%. The highest uptake in Wembley locality (87%) and lowest in Kilburn (75%). 

Data inputting and retrieving data from GPs are the key challenges.  The action plan for 2006-07, not only addresses the issue of data entry but also includes training, clinical governance and strategies to improve our uptake. The action plan has been revised and updated in December’06.
