Each practice to provide the following information as part of PBC 

1. The percentage of patients with diabetes mellitus in whom the last HbA1c is 7.5 or less, by age and sex (DM 20)

2. The percentage of patients with diabetes mellitus in whom the last blood pressure is 145/85 or less, by age and sex (DM 12)

3. The percentage of patients with diabetes mellitus with a record of the presence or absence of peripheral pulses in the previous 15 months (DM 9)

Age groups:

<44 years

45-64 years

65-74 years

75-84 years

>85 years

Assumptions and rationale

· The above indicators are already collected as part of the Quality and Outcomes Framework (QOF) for general practice

· The assessment of performance by age and sex will lead to a greater understanding of any inequities. Note interpretation is limited, as variation may be due to other factors such as deprivation. 
· Currently for diabetes we have no assessment of performance in diabetes mellitus care by age and sex.
· Future assessment, April 2007 may include information by ethnicity.
· Annual reporting of above indicators would link in with existing reporting mechanism for QOF.
