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COMMUNITY EQUIPMENT TENDER
Summary 
This report concerns the provision of Brent’s community equipment services for people with disabilities.  This service is jointly commissioned with Brent Teaching Primary Care Trust (tPCT), providing equipment and minor adaptations for health and social care users who meet eligibility criteria.  There is currently a joint equipment store managed by Housing and Community Care under a formal partnership agreement with Brent tPCT.   In November 2005 Board members considered a report detailing options for procuring an improved service due to limitations of the current premises and gave agreement to the option of considering tenders for a new provider.  This report requests approval to invite tenders in respect of Brent’s community equipment service.

· note the pre-tender considerations and the criteria to be used to evaluate tenders as set out in paragraph 3.6 of the report
· note that officers will be inviting tenders and evaluate them in accordance with the approved evaluation criteria referred to in 2.1 above.
