Joint Review of Adult Community Mental Health –Results 2006

During April – June 2006 the Healthcare Commission and Commission for Social Care Inspection carried out a joint review of community mental health across PCTs, Mental Health Trusts and Local Authorities via ‘questionnaires’.

The PCT questionnaire focused on the work of the Local Implementation Team (LIT) and covered three areas 1. accessibility 2. needs and outcomes 3. user involvement/ empowerment.  A copy of the questionnaire can be seen attached.

We have now received the results of the Mental Health Review. The scoring system is calculated as follows; there are four possible overall scores - an overall score of 1=weak, 2=fair, 3=good and 4=excellent.  Brent has scored 'Good'.
