POLICY AND PROCEDURE FOR THE INTRODUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT OF NEW INTERVENTIONAL PROCEDURES
In January 2003, NICE published an interim process manual describing how it prepares guidance on the safety and efficacy of interventional procedures. 

The purpose of this document is to describe how interventional procedures are assessed in Brent tPCT. The process is designed to achieve robust guidance, developed in an open, transparent and timely way that allows maximum understanding and input from consultees and other stakeholders.  It is important therefore that Brent PCT has a policy to enable new interventional procedures to be introduced safely and with full communication with patients and staff.

This policy should be read in conjunction with Brent PCT’s Policy for consent to examination or treatment.

INFECTION CONTROL GUIDANCE FOR NEW PREMISES AND REFURBISHMENTS

The healthcare environment is often a reservoir for organisms with the potential for infecting patients, visitors and staff. However, effective planning at the design stage is known to significantly reduce the risk of infection transmission. This guidance amalgamates several national guidance documents and details the Infection Control requirements for any new premises and refurbishments of existing buildings within the tPCT and contracted services. It provides standard advice for tPCT managers involved in these projects, which can be referred to in conjunction with the input of the Infection Control Team.

This guidance has been approved by the tPCT Infection Control Committee, including representatives from the shared Estates and Facilities Service. It has also been successfully used in draft form for the planning of the initial LIFT projects within Brent.
