BOWEL CANCER SCREENING

Estimating the numbers of people who would participate in FOBt (based on Greater London Authority (GLA) 2006 population projections).

Summary

· GLA 2006 population projections predict that there are 19.514 people aged between the ages of 60-69 living in Brent.  Of these, 9,212 are men and 10,302 are women.

· If the gold standard of 60% were achieved in all Brent wards a total of 11,708 people would participate in the screening programme (i.e. send at least one sample to the lab).

· From the pilot evaluation results we know that uptake is lower in men than women and specifically lower in men aged 60-64 compared to those aged 65 or over.  If we apply age and sex specific uptake rates derived from the pilot, then a total of 5,165 men and 6,529 women would participate in the screening programme.  This is a total of 11,694 people.  The ward breakdown is given in the table below.

· The pilot demonstrated that uptake was much lower amongst individuals from lower socio-economic groups.  The uptake rate for the most deprived group was 45.6%.  Assuming that each ward in Brent is deprived (i.e. the worst uptake rate case scenario) the total number of individuals in Brent who would return a FOBt sample is 8898.  Table 2 gives a breakdown by ward.

· The above results are the worst case scenario and not all wards will have such low uptake rates as deprivation is not uniformly low across all wards in Brent.  The six most deprived wards in Brent are Wembley Central, Willesden Green, Kensal Green, Kilburn, Stonebridge and Harlesden and these wards are likely to have an uptake similar to that predicted in table 2.  The actual number of individuals participating in the screening may be even lower in these wards due to the ethnic mix of the population (see below).  

· Results from the pilot evaluation showed that uptake was lower amongst individuals from the Indian sub-continent (48.5% in areas where at least 5.85% of the population were in this ethnic group).  There is no ward in Brent where the percentage of people from Asian BME groups is less than 9% and it is likely that uptake will be lower than the in the pilot sites due to this.  Additionally there are large numbers of individuals from White Irish and Black BME groups within Brent.  This means that uptake rates from the pilot sites should be applied to the Brent population with caution as the pilot populations in both England and Scotland differ greatly in ethnic composition to the population of Brent.  Estimates of uptake in ethnic groups other than those from the Indian subcontinant cannot be made as this was not looked at in the pilot evaluation.  Table 3 gives predicted numbers of individuals participating in screening if we assumed that everyone in Brent was of Indian sub-continent ethnic origin.

· In reality the effects of ethnicity and deprivation will both play a role and it is likely that uptake in deprived areas with a high percentage of individuals from Asian BME groups (e.g. Wembley Central ward) will have a lower uptake than that predicted in both Tables 2 and 3.  Likewise the effects of affluence may increase uptake rates in less deprived wards with large numbers of Asian individuals (e.g. Alperton ward).  However, it is not possible to mathematically model this.
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
