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SURVEILLANCE OF MRSA AND MULTI DRUG RESISTANT GRAM-NEGATIVE ORGANISMS WITHIN BRENT tPCT BEDDED AREAS
PROJECT SUMMARY & ACTION PLAN

Summary

Management and control of MRSA and other health care associated infections is a key health service priority.   This report summarises the findings of a MRSA surveillance project undertaken in Brent PCT’s bedded units.  Relatively high levels of patient colonisation with MRSA were identified, whilst levels of environmental contamination were found to be low.

Key recommendations and an action plan for surveillance and control of MRSA are presented. The findings from this project are being used to inform the development of a health economy-wide approach to managing MRSA, and in particular the development of a consistent approach towards surveillance, screening, and eradication.

	Recommendation: Members are asked to note the findings of the MRSA surveillance project and the MRSA action plan, and endorse this approach to managing MRSA within the local health economy.
