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HEALTH EQUITY AUDIT (HEA): MMR and CORONARY HEART DISEASE (CHD)

Summary 

Members will recall that the Health Equity Audit (HEA) on CHD was discussed during the joint seminar at the end of February, and that HEA is a component of the balanced scorecard report.  This audit was submitted to the Strategic Health Authority on 31 March 2005 and, as the tPCT had worked closely with the Strategic Health Authority in preparation of this audit, it was expected that full marks (4/4) would be achieved.  However, the tPCT was not successful in its submission and was given 2.5 days to rewrite and resubmit.

The revised CHD audit is attached - the additional part is on pp 35-40 “The Equity Gap”

The tPCT also submitted a completely new HEA on MMR uptake.  The 2 documents relating to this are enclosed.

The Strategic Health Authority scored us 4/4 on the MMR HEA and 1/4 on the revised CHD HEA.

Brent tPCT score for HEA in the balanced scorecard is therefore 4/4.

MMR Vaccination Uptake Rates within Brent PCT

Summary

· MMR vaccination uptake rates are variable across the borough.

· Uptake rates have historically been low and several areas within Brent fall below the level that is required to provide herd immunity.

· There is a correlation between MMR uptake and deprivation at ward level.  In general those wards with lower MMR uptake rates have higher socio-economic deprivation.

Introduction

MMR uptake rates have declined since the publication of a report in the Lancet that linked MMR to autism and bowel disorders.  A 95% MMR vaccination uptake rate is required to reach herd immunity.  Over the past 7 years MMR uptake rates have fallen below this level in several areas of Brent.

MMR uptake rates over time.

The four maps on the following pages show the MMR uptake rates in Brent between 1998 to 2003.  The blue colours represent uptake of 70% and under.  The maps show that uptake has declined over time.
