Summary 
The hard copy version of the public health annual report 2005 has now been published and will be tabled at the meeting for those who have not yet received it.  It complements the on-line map-based geographical version which can be found at 

www.phar.org.uk. 

The report is an overview of the health of the population of Brent both in terms of morbidity and mortality, taking a life pathway approach from birth and children through to adults and old age.

Brent is characterised by the diversity of its population and the variation in wealth across the patch.  These characteristics contribute to inequalities in health across the borough.  Whilst the average rates for some diseases, e.g. coronary heart disease, are lower than for London or England & Wales, the variation of rates across the borough is marked.
