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CONSULTATION ON NEW STRATEGIC HEALTH AUTHORITY ARRANGEMENTS IN LONDON: ENSURING A PATIENT-LED NHS

Summary 
Attached is the above named document ‘Consultation of New Strategic Health Authority arrangements in London; ensuring a patient led NHS.’

This document describes the context of change to the NHS nationally and across London in respect of the changing role of PCTs and SHAs. The purpose behind these changes is to ensure that patients are provided with a more ‘patient-led NHS’. 

The document contains the key proposal to develop one London-wide strategic health authority for London, replacing the existing 5 sector organisations. At the present time Brent PCT relates to the NW London sector SHA. The rationale for change, together with a description of the key SHA functions, is contained in the consultation document.

The document outlines the consultation process, running through to the 22nd of March 2006. Subject to the outcome of the consultation, it is envisaged that a new SHA would be in the position to take over from the existing SHAs in July 2006, and no later than the 31st of March 2007.
