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As requested by the Local Strategic Partnership, “Improving the Sexual Health of Young People in Brent” presents the recommendations of the Health Overview Task Group Report, (conducted by the Council) on improving the sexual health of young people in Brent.  The task group were asked to examine the effectiveness of services and partnership relations in promoting the sexual health of young people in the Borough.

The report identifies where the Local Authority, Brent tPCT and other partners need to develop strategically in order to tackle the sexual health needs of young people in Brent.  The sexual health strategy and teenage pregnancy strategy respond to the recommendations.

The Sexual Health and HIV strategy sets out key objectives, actions, planning and commissioning of services required to develop, change and improve upon the level of sexual health & HIV service provision across Brent.

The Teenage Pregnancy Strategy developed with the PCT and Council sets out the key actions in responding to the national targets in reducing teenage pregnancies, improving support for teenage parents and better access to services.

The Health Overview Task Group Report and Sexual Health & HIV Strategy were discussed at the PEC at its meeting on 5 October 2005 and the recommendations and strategy were endorsed.
