Brent Teaching Primary Care Trust and The North West London Hospitals NHS Trust have launched a three month public consultation with local people to seek their views about proposals for the Brent Birth Centre at Central Middlesex Hospital in Park Royal. 

Whilst the Brent Birth Centre provides a good service to local women there are a number of reasons why we now need to consider proposals for its future. These include the lack of demand for the service (around 300 women a year choose to have their babies there), meeting future needs of the population and making sure we make the best use of resources. The consultation started on Friday 2 November 2007 and will end on Friday 8 February 2008.
